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31.Given the complex needs of patients at the end of life, the input and expertise of a variety of
medical, nursing and allied health professionals is often required. For this reason, and to provide
holistic palliative care, a team approach is often recommended. Although the composition of teams
vary, at a minimum they include healthcare providers with specialist training in palliative care, such
as physicians, nurses and social workers, the latter, who usually have expertise in psychosocial
spiritual and’ or bereavement counselling. In addition, palliative care teams often vary in terms of the
settings in which they practice; some teams solely serve hospitals and others work in community
settings, such as nursing or long-term care facilities, private residences and hospices.
